All 
participants must wear closed toed shoes. Speeds at this venue usually do not exceed first gear, but might require a shift into 2nd 
depending on its layout. If you are towing your car, there will be an area nearby dedicated to tow vehicles and trailers. Spectators are 
welcome at no charge. We will break for lunch just before 12:00pm, there are several convenient restaurants surrounding the race park. 
Coolers will be on hand and water is free to everyone. Once all run groups are finished, we can begin packing up while calculations are 
made, shortly thereafter we will conclude with awards! 
 
Also Needed: Please fill out a registration form and mail the payment before the event. The registration form is available on the IL VCA 
website or it can be emailed to you. If it’s very close to the event, contact us so we know you’re coming, we can fill out the forms at the 
event. Advance registration is appreciated.
